SCOLIOSIS (from Greek: skolidsis meaning
"crooked") is a medical condition in which a
person's spine is curved from side to side,
shaped like a "'s", and may also be rotated.

Surgery is usually used to correct curves that SYMPTOMS

For various reasons it is usually
impossible to completely straighten a
scoliotic spine, but in most cases very good
cosmetic corrections are achieved.
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SYMPTOMS OF SCOLIOSIS CAN INCLUDE

A

Uneven musculature on one side of the

spine.

A Arib "hump" and/or a prominent shoulder
blade, caused by rotation of the Ribcage in
thoracic Scoliosis.

4 Uneven hip, rib cage, and shoulder levels.
Asymmetric size or location of breast in
females.

4 Unequal distance between arms and body.

4 Slow nerve action (in some cases).
4 Different heights of the shoulders.
